Pittsburg High School is anticipating another great year. We hope you will become a part of it. To get you off
on the right foot, before returning to school, all Pittsburg High School students must attend registration. At
registration, students are required to obtain an identification card with their picture on it. It will be mandatory
to have this card to check out textbooks as well as library books. This ID card will also be used to identify
yourself as a student for: (1) voting, (2) purchasing dance tickets, (3) checking out library books, (4) obtaining
lunch cards, (5) attendance purposes, (6) entrance to school dances, and (7) sporting events. So, you see, it is
important that you obtain your ID card, your school locker, your class schedule, student parking application,
and lunch card application, all of which are available at registration on August 18, 19, 20, 2009.

Student Athletes: All student athletes at Pittsburg High
School are required to have a yearly physical and carry
medical insurance. If you do not have your own personal
insurance carrier, please see the Student Service Center
immediately. Your child will not be allowed to participate
without medical insurance. In addition, all fines must be
cleared before participating in an athletic event.

DEBTS AND FINES: All fines, including library books, must be — 7/
cleared prior to the beginning of school. You may return your books at /
registration and/or pay any fines at that time. Fines must be cleared
before receiving your program and before participating in any
extracurricular activities.

PARKING STICKERS: At this time student parking will be limited due to the new
construction. Any student intending to use the parking facility at Pittsburg High
School must apply for a parking sticker if you do not already have one from last
year. In order to obtain a parking sticker, each student must show proof of insurance
on the car he or she intends to drive. Applications can be obtained at registration.
Not all applications will be approved. Cars without parking stickers will be ticketed
by the Pittsburg Police Department. Students are not to park in faculty spaces.

LOCKERS/HALL & P.E.: There are very few lockers on campus and will be
limited to juniors and seniors. The sharing of lockers is highly discouraged as often
books and personal belongings end up missing.

P.E. locker information will be available from your P.E. teachers. Uniforms are
used for P.E. classes. They are grey t-shirts and black shorts. They will be on sale
at registration. See enclosed sheet.
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PICTURES/L.D.CARDS: All students will have their picture taken for school
records and their Identification Card. THIS INCLUDES SENIORS. In addition,
these are the underclassmen pictures that will appear in the yearbook. (Seniors
should have already had their portraits taken.) If you wish to purchase pictures, a
price list is enclosed. I.D. cards will be made and distributed at registration. Any
student not attending registration will need to get an 1.D. card the first day of
school BEFORE you will be allowed to pick up your schedule. The lines will be
LONG!!!
